About the course
The Chemeketa Driver Education program 
teaches leading-edge driving principles and 
strategies such as ten good driving habits for 
low-risk driving, proper techniques, and use of 
reference points, to name just a few.

Classes are affordable and offered at  
convenient locations, dates, and times.

This traffic safety education course is  
endorsed by the Oregon Department of  
Transportation and includes classroom and 
behind-the-wheel instruction.  

•	 Certified instructors

•	 Meets Oregon Department of  
Transportation requirements

•	 34 hours in the classroom

•	 Plus 12 hours behind-the-wheel (drive 
times scheduled to fit student schedules)

•	 By the end of the course, students will 
need to provide documentation in a  
driving log that they have completed  
a minimum of 5 hours of behind-the-
wheel driving with an adult. Students  
will be required to provide this  
documentation before receiving their 
certificates of completion.

•	 Your certificate will arrive within two (2)  
weeks after the end of class

•	 If students have missed classes due to an 
emergency situation, based upon instruc-
tor approval, the student will have three 
(3) months to complete required classes
