Application Requirement Checklist
Program application requirements must be presented, AS ONE COMPLETE PACKET.  A complete Nursing Education Application Packet consists of this checklist and items 1 – 9 listed below.  The application period is open February 7 – 11, 2011.  Applications will be accepted between the hours of 8 a.m. - 5 p.m. in the Enrollment Center in Building 2, Room 201 on Chemeketa's main campus.  A non-refundable $50 application fee must accompany each application submitted.  
Academic prerequisites and requirements for admission are outlined below.  Admission to the Program is based on a point system, with those applicants having the highest number of points being accepted into the Program.  (See Selection Procedure and Score Sheet for details.)

	Completed “Admission Application” form.

	Signed "Statement of Conditions Affecting Licensure," including answers to questions 1 - 11.

	Non-refundable $50 application fee.  Cash, credit cards, or checks (made payable to Chemeketa Community College) will be accepted.

	Proof of completion of high school or GED.  Submit copy of transcript, diploma or GED certificate, indicating date of graduation/GED completion.  (Proof of completion of high school/GED is required regardless of college level work.)

	A current unofficial Chemeketa transcript with name and K number.  (Print out your transcript online at my.chemeketa.edu.  Students may print at any of the open computer labs on campus.)  An official Chemeketa transcript will be generated by the Chemeketa Registrar's Office after winter term 2011 grades are posted for purposes of scoring your packet.  Please be sure that any grade changes are processed by that time.  Courses must be graded and transcripted to be included in the point assessment.

	Copy of the “Chemeketa Transfer Equivalency Packet” (which includes the Transfer Equivalency Worksheet and attached transcripts) for each regionally accredited college or university (other than Chemeketa Community College) that you have attended.  Please refer to "Fall 2011 Timelines" for details.  If you are enrolled at a college or university other than Chemeketa during winter term 2011, you must submit a second official transcript and a “Request for Evaluation and Transfer of Previous Credit” form by April 15, 2011, in order for these points to be awarded.

	Proof of either current enrollment or completion of the two prerequisites listed below.  All prerequisites courses must be completed by the end of winter term 2011.  (If you are enrolled at another college or university during winter term 2011 in one of the following three prerequisite courses, please submit documentation showing proof of enrollment.)  Course numbers refer to Chemeketa courses.  Acceptance of equivalent courses will be determined by the Chemeketa Admissions Office via the transcript evaluation process.  (Step 6)

	BI231 with a “C” grade or better within the last seven years (fall 2004 or later).  Check the Chemeketa Catalog to ensure you fulfill prerequisite requirements for enrolling in BI231.

	MTH095 or higher with a “C” grade or better.  This requirement cannot be waived by a placement test score.
