Upward Bound is 100% federally funded to
help students be successful in high school
and prepare to attend college. By taking
your school work seriously, you position
yourself to be ready for college and help us
meet our grant goals in order to receive
continued funding to serve more students.

Chemeketa Community College
received a new Upward Bound grant last
year that started September 1, 2007. Each
year, we have goals to meet. | want to
begin this year by explaining to you exactly
what our goals are so that you can
contribute to our success.

Upward Bound Objective #1: 55% of all
Upward Bound students will receive passing
grades in Reading
standardized tests. This means you Wi
demonstrate academic improvement.

Upward Bound Objective #2: 85% of 9",
10" and 11" grade Upward Bound students
served each year will continue to
participate in Upward Bound during the

next school year. This means that you are

committed to Upward Bund and will
continue in the program

Upward Bound Obijective #3: 75%of all
Upward Bound students will enroll in
college by the fall term following high
school graduation. This means that you
will go to college following high school.

Upward Bound Objective #4: 60% of
Upward Bound students will continue in

college and be enrolled in college the
following fall term. This means you will
complete the first year of college and
begin the second year, the following fall
term.

How will we meet these goals?

1. Attend every Upward Bound activity
because the activities are designed
to help you improve your academic
skills and to expose you to
experiences that help you plan for
college.

2. Know your Upward Bound
Counselor schedule; the times Chris
will be on-site at your school.
Develop your individual plan and ask
for help when you have any kind of
problem.

We will be asking you to sign up for
tutoring a week ahead of time, share
your homework needs with us and
we will assign qualified tutors to
help you. Use tutoring time to get
your homework completed.

4. Seniors — Apply for financial aid.
Apply for the college of your choice;
perhaps several colleges. Get
individual help from Upward Bound
staff to help you seek scholarships
and prepare for college enroliment.

Upward Bound has room for only 60
students. If you are not serious about
participation, please talk to Chris Solario
to opt out of the program and make
room for someone else to participate.
